HE Soviet solution of the national
question is strikingly illustrated
by the way the problems of the
Jewish people have been dealt
with in the Soviet Union.

In Russia in the past the tsarist govern-
ment pursued a policy of national oppression
and national antagonism. In order the easier
to keep the people in subjection, it incited
the various nationalities against one another.
Tt treated the border regions as colonies. It
suppressed the national culture of the various
nationalities, striving to keep them in a state
of ignorance so as to be able to exploit them
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more ruthlessly. The Jews were subject to
special restrictions; they were denied the
right of domicile in the greatest part of
Russia, and were confined within the narrow
boundaries of the so-called Pale of Settle-
ment.

With the establishment of the Soviet
system every trace of national oppression
was destroyed on the territory of the Soviet
Union. By wiping out every vestige of
national or racial inequality the Soviet
Government has swept away all the artificial
barriers that divided the various nationali-
ties. The Soviet Government consistently
carried out the policy of helping the peoples
that were once backward in their develop-
ment to catch up with the most advanced
peoples both economically and culturally,
and has thereby brought about the political
and economic unity of the Soviet Union.
All its peoples are imbued with the common
idea of Socialist construction and Socialist
life, and all of them feel and know that their
homeland extends far beyond the particular
territory where they happen to live, that
